Admission screening procedures consist of two selection stages. In
the first stage, applicants will be screened through a comprehensive
evaluation of the Written Examination and the Oral Examination.

If successful, they will proceed to the second stage where individual
presentations of master's thesis or equivalent work will determine
the final selection of applicants.

(1) First Stage Examination
The Written examination will be conducted face-to-face, and the
Oral examination will be conducted online via video-conference.

A. Written Examination

1) English
TOEFL-ITP test will be conducted face-to-face. Various score sub-
missions will not be accepted.

* This examination is waived for those who have completed or are
expected to have completed a master’s course at The University of
Tokyo.

2) Specialized Subjects
1. Fundamental Specialized Subject
Solve common problems to demonstrate the ability of logical thinking.

2. Specialized Subjects for Individual Fields

3. Applicants can use rulers and color pencils (or marking pens etc.),
only at solving some problems concerning designing.

4. Written Examination is waived for those who have completed or
are expected to have completed a master's course of Division of
Environmental Studies (one of the five Courses of Department of
Environmental Studies for graduates before March 2006) in the
Graduate School of Frontier Sciences.

B. Oral Examination
Applicants are examined about basic scholastic ability, areas of interests,
the Specialized Subjects, motivation and commitment.

(2)Second Stage Examination
Applicants are required to give a presentation on their master thesis
or equivalent work, and are examined about topics of the presenta-
tion and about a research plan in Doctoral Course.

The submission deadline will be either in late July 2025 or mid-
January 2026, depending on the applicant’s Second Stage Examina-
tion date. Details are to be informed later.

(1) Admitted applicants may enroll in October, 2025, if they satisfy the
requirements.
